[SAMPLE LETTER TO ABA FROM ATTORNEY WHO IS A CURRENT MEMBER OF THE ABA]

Dear American Bar Association:
I am a member of the American Bar Association.  It has come to my attention that, at the ABA’s 2010 National Convention, the ABA House of Delegates will be considering whether the ABA should adopt a measure urging state, territorial and tribal governments to redefine “marriage” to include same-sex partners.

This measure ought to be rejected, not only because it is contrary to good public policy but also because the ABA should represent all its members and not take positions on highly controversial issues.  To the extent the ABA wades into this highly controversial policy area – an area that many ABA members sincerely disagree on, often on moral and religious grounds – it risks alienating many of its members.  Such action would constitute an unnecessary and unwise politicization of the Association.

Therefore, as an ABA member, I hereby voice my opposition to this measure and urge the ABA and its delegates to reject it.  Please make my opposition known to the ABA delegates, or let me know how I may do so.
