[SAMPLE LETTER TO ABA FROM ATTORNEYS WHO ARE NOT MEMBERS OF THE ABA]

Dear American Bar Association:
I am aware that the American Bar Association is once again drifting into highly controversial social issues instead of dealing with the more important issues affecting the legal profession.  This time, the ABA is considering a proposal that would have the ABA endorse same-sex “marriage”.  
It is due to the ABA taking positions on controversial issues such as this that I and many other attorneys are not currently members of the ABA. Whether it is because the ABA takes positions which are strongly opposed on moral or religious grounds, or whether it is simply because the ABA is taking on issues that are not germane to the practice of law, the ABA has alienated many members of the legal profession.  
I am not a member of the ABA on account of the unnecessary and unwise politicization of the organization, and I am now dismayed to learn that the ABA is, again, considering taking a position in support of this extremely divisive issue.  As a member of the legal profession – which the ABA purports to represent – I feel compelled to voice my objection to the ABA taking any official position supporting or advocating same-sex “marriage” and I urge the ABA not to do so.  Should the ABA do so, it will simply confirm that I, and many others, have made the right decision in not joining an organization that is more political than professional.
